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Registration in Australia
Due to Australian legal requirement, any 

organisation responsible for public activities 
must have public liability insurance.  The 
Australian Chapter Committee has been 
working on this issue for the last couple of years 
and decided to register as an Incorporated 
Association.  The choice of registration status 
was widely consulted with professionals 
including accountants, solicitors and Committee 
Members having contacts with other 
organisations of similar nature.

We are now known as HKIE – Australian 
Chapter Inc. with registration A0051492Y in 
Victoria.  The Incorporated Association status 
allows the Chapter to obtain insurance cover in 
Australia and hence will be able to organise 
seminars or interested group meetings for 
members at public (hired or otherwise) locations.  
There are other benefits to be registered 
including chapter account and independence 
from members of committee.  The Committee 
has also considered the financial implication of 
this registration but felt that it is an important 
step to lay the foundation for the development of 
the Australian Chapter.
