The Forty-second Annual General Meeting (42nd AGM) of the Civil Division was held at 6:30pm 

on Tuesday 20 April 2021 in the Chan Yat Mei Sophie room as main AGM venue and via video 

conference at the James Chiu & Dragages Rooms, ATAL Room and Chun Wo Room, all at the 

Institution.  Ir Paul Chan Chi-fai, Division Chairman, took the chair. Ir Simon NG Pak-hung, 

Division Honorary Secretary, was the meeting secretary.  The meeting started when there were 77 

members attending.  

 

The Secretary, Ir Simon NG Pak-hung, briefly read the Minutes of the 41st AGM. Ir Vincent TAM 

Wing-yeung proposed that the Minutes of the 41st AGM be accepted and the proposal was seconded 

by Ir Michael FONG Hok-shing. There were 77 votes supporting, no objection received. The 

Minutes of 41st AGM were confirmed.

Despite the continual disruption due to COVID-19 this year, in particular the tightened restrictions 

from January to April this year, we have managed to organize technical meetings online so that our 

membersô professional development will not be interrupted by COVID-19.

The virtual site visit was held on 23 April 2022.  The LNG regulating station is one of important 

facilities for delivering the natural gas from west to east and meet the demand in Guangdong and Hong 

Kong with a capacity of 3Million Tonnes per year. The construction works involve reclamation of 26 

ha. 2 nos. of 200,000m3 LNG storage silos and a pier serving delivery barge with delivery capacity up 

to 260,000m3. The visit covered reclamation works, ground treatment, piling works, pier and storage 

facilities using precast elements.
