The HKIE Outstanding Paper Award for Young Engineers/Researchers 2010

 Submission Guidelines


	The Award welcomes papers on all aspects of engineering. Good quality practical papers are as welcome as those of an academic nature. All papers submitted must be original. Guidelines on the various types of paper are as follows:



	Types of

Papers
	Case History 
Papers must not be simply a description of events and activities. The following information must be provided:
a. For papers reporting new techniques, the reasons for introducing them must be given and any literature review or development work carried out should be described. The scientific principles on which the technique is based should be provided. An evaluation of the benefits and limitations based on experience gained in the particular application must be provided, supported by actual observations (preferably with performance measures).
b. For papers documenting experience in the use of existing techniques, the options considered as well as the basis for adopting a particular method for the particular situation must be given. The basis should be supported by a cost comparison or a comparison of technical suitability. An evaluation of the benefits and limitations based on experience gained in the particular application must be provided and supporting performance data must be given.
c. For both types of papers, the selection of parameters used in any analysis carried out should be discussed, preferably supported by appropriate test data.


	
	Literature Review 
Papers must not be simply a summary of conclusions of the literature reviewed. They must contain a technical appraisal of all previous work on the subject, including known recent work. It must result in an improved understanding of the subject (eg by providing comments on limitations of previous work or by disseminating the work within a consistent scientific framework). It must also contain conclusions and recommendations for potential use in engineering practice.


	
	Theoretical Work

Papers must not be simply a description of a theory with its derivation. The following information must be provided:
For papers introducing a new theory, a background literature review and the need for developing the new theory must be given. The practical engineering applications in mind must be provided. Comparison with experimental or monitoring data and its conclusions must be given. The assumptions and limitations of application of the theory in engineering practice must be stated. 
The selection of parameters used in any analysis carried out should be discussed, preferably supported by appropriate test data.

	
	Experimental Work 
Papers must not be simply a description of the experiments carried out. A background literature review and the need for the work must be given. The experimental techniques adopted must be clearly described (to an extent that the experiments can be repeated by others), together with any technique verification, equipment verification and equipment calibration carried out. A statement of accuracy and repeatability must also be provided. Comparison with other experimental work or theories should be given where possible. The conclusions and recommendations must draw reference to engineering applications, with limits of applicability carefully defined.



	Originality
	Papers that describe original work applicable to engineering practice are particularly encouraged. Submissions must be previously unpublished in any form and may not be under consideration elsewhere.



	Refereeing
	All papers submitted are subject to the scrutiny of no less than two referees chosen because of their knowledge in the field concerned, experience in producing a balanced review, and ability to make a firm fair recommendation in the light of the Institution’s policy.
To facilitate the refereeing process, authors should mark on the cover sheet to the manuscripts the key subject-area, eg Civil, Electrical, Electronics, Geotechnical, Mechanical, etc.


	Copyright
	Authors have the responsibilities to obtain all written permissions required, including permission to quote material which has appeared in another publication. All shortlisted papers will be published in the Special Issue of the HKIE Transactions (Vol 17 No 4 December 2010). Authors are required to sign and submit the completed “Copyright Transfer Form” before publication. Copyright in published papers will be vested in the HKIE and the publisher.


	Authors
	The sole author of a paper or the first author of a co-authored paper who is at the age of 35 or below on the closing date of submission will be the corresponding author of the paper, unless otherwise indicated.  Corresponding author is responsible for updating affiliations and contacts of all of the authors.



	Language
	Papers should be written in English and in the third person.


	Length/Page
	Papers may be up to 30 A4 pages long (no more than 6,000 words, double spacing with 12pt font size), including cover sheet, abstract, text, all images, figures and tables (no more than 2 images, figures and tables in one page), and all references.



	Presentation
	The manuscripts should be preceded by a separate cover sheet containing the title, names, affiliations and email addresses of all authors, an abstract of the paper and the key subject areas and five to eight key words. The abstract should not exceed 200 words and should be a summary of the entire paper, not of the conclusions alone.
Manuscripts should be typed doubled-spaced with wide (2.5 cm) margins, on one side of the paper only. The body of the manuscript should be preceded by the title of the paper, which should be brief, and the authors' names and affiliations should not be given on the manuscript. The paper should be subdivided into appropriate sections and, if necessary, subsections. Numbering should be avoided wherever possible.
Mathematical and other symbols must be typewritten in word processing format.

Authors must use the International System of Units for describing dimensional results in the text, figures and tables. Values in terms of other units may be added in parentheses, following the appropriate SI values.


	Photographs and

Illustrations
	All photographs and illustrations should be submitted in electronic format with resolution of at least 350dpi.

Figure legends should be typed on a separate sheet and placed at the end of the manuscript. The amount of lettering on a drawing should be reduced as far as possible by transferring it to the legend.
Tables should be numbered consecutively and titled. Tables should not repeat data which are available elsewhere in the paper. All columns should have an explanatory heading.


	References
	References to published literature should be listed in alphabetical order at the end of the paper in the following format:

Chan, T.M., Guidelines for Authors. HKIE Transactions. Volume 16, No 4, pp203-209. The Hong Kong Institution of Engineers. Hong Kong (2009).


References to online resources should also be quoted with the organisation’s name, authors’ name, title and URL.



	Return of Manuscripts
	No manuscripts or illustrations will be returned to the authors.



	Submission
	Each entry should include the paper in electronic format and a completed Application Form which can be downloaded from the website at http://www.hkie.org.hk/paper_award2010. Email submissions are most welcome. To facilitate the reviewing process, authors are invited to e-mail their entire manuscript as a single pdf file, ie a document containing all text and illustrations. Submission by post should be made with electronic file with illustrations provided on separate sheets.
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
